Women’s Health Grampians 
White Ribbon Day 25 November 
 

WHG have been involved in White Ribbon Day (WRD) in Ballarat since 
2006 and have seen the campaign continually grow and be embraced 
by the community. WRD is the International Day for the Elimination of 
Violence Against Women.  
 

Currently in Australia: 

1 in 3 Australian women will experience some form of violence in 
their life time. 

The biggest contributor to illness, injury or 
premature death for women between 15 and 45 
is violence, perpetrated by a husband, boyfriend 
or  ex-partner. 

More than one Australian woman every week is 
killed by her partner or ex-partner.  

Violence against women and their children costs 
the Australian economy over $15.1 billion.  

In the last two years WRD in Ballarat has grown beyond an awareness 
campaign with over 40 ambassadors and also youth ambassadors in 
local schools now participating in the campaign.  
 

History

Polytechnique in Montreal, Canada. Two years later a handful of 
Canadian men initiated WRD to mark the anniversary of the 1989 
massacre. The group of men established the WRD Campaign to urge 
men to speak out against violence against women.  
 

In 1999, the United Nations General Assembly declared November 25 
as the International Day for the Elimination of Violence Against 
Women. The white ribbon has become the recognised symbol of the 
WRD campaign. Wearing  a white ribbon is a visible statement to the 
community that this person will not commit, condone or remain silent
